Training the armed church security team to respond to this dynamic and rapidly evolving critical 
event is not a basic skill set. Mindset preparation and knowing in advance that you will be 
“swimming upstream” while attempting to effectively and accurately deploy a firearm are all 
dynamics that should be considered and trained for in advance.  While a multiple person re-
sponse is preferred for this type of critical incident, the nature and timing of this type of problem 

may require a SINGLE team member or PAIR of team members to respond quickly and effectively in order to reduce 
loss of life and the level of impact to those involved. Acquiring the training and skills necessary to respond rapidly and 
effectively in order to locate, isolate and/or neutralize the threat posed by an active shooter cannot be overempha-
sized.
